Summary of proposed changes to the Bylaws of Sikh Gurdwara San Jose (California).
1. A general body is introduced as a body of registered members and these members have the right to vote. The qualifications of these members are defined.

2. The parbandhak committee election procedure is defined. The procedure allows the general body to directly elect the president, vice president, general secretary, treasurer and the stage secretary and 10 general members of the committee. The qualifications of these members are re-defined.

3. The term and procedure for termination of the parbandhak committee are redefined.

4. The concept, structure and role of the subcommittees is defined in greater detail.

5. The duties of the president, vice president, general secretary, stage secretary and treasurer and general members of the committee are re-defined. 

6. An arbitration committee is introduced for conflict resolution.
